FHU ANTI-BULLYING PLEDGE
Everyone has the right to feel physically and emotionally safe at school. I will do everything I can personally, as a member of my school’s community, to create and preserve a physically and emotionally safe environment.

·  I will do my best to befriend victims of bullying and let them know they can count on me for support.
· If one of my friends is being a bully, I will not stand by. Even though they are my friends, I will tell them to stop.
· I will do my best to educate my peers about the effects bullying has on its victims and how stepping in and not being a bystander can make all the difference.
· I will abide by the Golden Rule and treat others the way I would like to be treated. I will defend others the way I hope others would defend me.
